The Wider Curriculum: 
History: we are heading back in time to the Iron Age where we will be exploring their way of living and the impact the discovery of iron had on society.
Geography: we will be learning about erosion and deposition and will compare how this differs in rivers and coasts.
Science: we will be starting with biology, where we will be finding out about different types of animals and how these can be grouped. After half term, we will move on to chemistry, investigating solids, liquids and gases.
Art: we will be mastering our drawing techniques, studying famous artists who have created a range of cityscapes and then creating our own.
World Views (formerly RE): This term we are learning about spirituality and thinking about the big question- ‘Are all homes spiritual places?’
DT: we will be designing and making paper products which use circuits to light a bulb.
Computing: we will be learning about the internet and creating audio media.
Music: we will be continuing to develop our recorder-playing skills. 
PSHE: we are learning about ‘Being me in my world’ where we will discuss ‘Who I am and where I fit in’ and ‘Celebrating Difference’ where we will think about respecting similarity and difference, anti-bullying and being unique.

English: our English lessons will use engaging visual clips and books to explore setting, character and plot. We will be focusing on handwriting, spelling, punctuation and grammar and we will be developing the children’s vocabulary. During Guided Reading this term we will begin with whole class sessions, where we will read The Wild Robot, by Peter Browne. We will be developing the children’s reading fluency, as well as exploring the story and  improving vocabulary and retrieval skills. As a school, we are trying to promote reading for pleasure so please ask your children to let us know what they are reading at home; we will also be rewarding the children every time they read at home to an adult.
Maths: we will be developing the fluency of both mental and written calculation skills, beginning with a revision of key place value knowledge from Year 3 . We will be practising our skills of multiplying using the grid method and short multiplication. We will also be beginning to use short division to divide. Everyone will continue to learn their multiplication tables. Please encourage your child to practise their multiplication tables by playing on Times Tables Rockstars at home– once children know these facts, it makes maths so much easier for them!
