We are focusing on:
· Number bonds up to 10
· Counting back from 10/20
· Finding one less/ subtracting one
· Adding more than one to make numbers 5-10.
· Comparison of numbers using greater than, less than and equal to.
· Finding the difference

You can help by:
· Practise counting back from 10/20 using number songs to help. 
· Practise finding number bonds up to 10 (pairs of numbers that have totals 5-10)
· Using everyday items to compare amounts e.g who has the greater number of strawberries? Is 4 greater than, less than or equal to 6?
