Homework: Homework will be given out weekly on Fridays, and should be returned by Tuesday. This work will reinforce learning that has taken place in the classroom. Your child should only spend around 15 minutes on the work.
Reading: Reading daily with your child is an excellent way to help their fluency and comprehension skills develop. Your child can earn 1 dojo for each signed reading entry in the Reading Record.
