Every year, we take part in a Remembrance Day service. It has been over 110 years since our 

academy opened in 1914. This was just a few short months before the start of World War I and 

so it is important for our pupils to take time to think about a significant time in history that is 

linked with our own history. Our Year 6 Tower Captains sold poppy items and sent the money 

collected to the British Legion charity. Thank you for your contributions, the academy raised 

£376.92 for the Royal British Legion charity. 

 

On Friday, 14th November, our academy took part in the fund-raising activities for Children in 

Need. It was suggested that we could have a non-uniform day, including wearing Pudsey items . 

The children all looked fabulous in their own clothes and took part in the class based activities 

suggested by the Academy Council. They had also taken part in a homework challenge set by 

the academy council. There were so many wonderful examples that came back in to the 

academy. The staff were very impressed. Overall, we raised £660.82  from donations made by 

families. This was over £200 more than last year! This all took place in the week that we 

celebrated our Trust value of generosity. This would not have been possible without your 

support and generosity.

Daily Routines 

 

Please remember that: 

ω Classroom doors and the Registers open at 8.50am. 

ω Doors and gates close at 9.00am with the Registers. Any children who arrive after 

9.00am will have to enter through the main entrance with an adult and it will be marked 

as unauthorised late.   

ω The academy monitors the attendance of pupils and are required by the Government to 

inform parents if their child's attendance is lower than 95%. This will be in the form of a 

letter. From discussions with parents, we have become aware of the confusion relating 

to number of sessions absent. There are two sessions in each day so if the letter says 4 



sessions missed, it means the equivalent of 2 days missed. Please see our attendance 

page on our website. 

We are aware that traffic can be challenging in Grantham so would ask you to anticipate this in 

your morning routines so that your child still arrives by 8.50am. We would also ask any families 

driving their children to school to be mindful of the wider community as well as the families 

walking to school. We appreciate that the roads are busy and the starts and ends of the school 

days are darker than usual.  

In addition, can we remind you that: 

ω Children are encouraged to bring a water bottle in the classroom for them to access 

during the day. This should only be water and not squash.  

ω Children should come in their PE kits (including their coloured PE top) on the days that 

they have PE. They should still wear their school jumpers or cardigans and not hooded 

tops. Tracksuit bottoms and leggings should be black, dark grey (not light grey) or navy 

without motifs, contrast coloured stripes or visible labels.  

ω Earrings (one single pair of plain studs) should be removed for PE days.  

ω Children and adults are asked to walk with their scooters and bikes on the academy 

property. We have over 420 children and this makes for a very busy time at the 

beginning and end of the day. The temptation to scoot/ride down the slopes is great but 

by walking their bikes and scooters, we can keep everyone safe. 

ω We have a lot of our reading and library books damaged during the journeys to and from 

the academy. This is often due to a water bottle leaking in a book bag or school bag. All 

children have been given a plastic folder to keep their books in. Please help us to look 

after our books by ensuring that your child does not keep their drink/water bottle near 

their reading books.  

Finally,  

ω As we move into the Winter season, please ensure that your child is adequately dressed 

for outside playtimes as well as their time in class. We have had some low temperatures 

recently and we would recommend that children have a waterproof coat suitable for 

winter preferably with a hood or with a hat. We try, whenever possible to have 

playtimes outside so would recommend that shorts are kept for the warmer months.  

We encourage the children to look after their own possessions but please make sure all 

items are named.

The 

Reading Ambassadors have settled well into their roles. They ensure that the library is open 

every day and make some excellent recommendations. They enjoy changing the displays as well 

as supporting children to select books.  The Year 6 Tower Captains have been very busy. They 

help the administration team with the registers every morning as well as supporting different 

year groups with a range of activities including at playtimes. They have also been the academy's 

postal service for the festive season. They tell us that they thoroughly enjoy the challenge and 

have demonstrated high levels of efficiency and kindness towards others.  

The Year 5 Mini Police have been elected and taken part in many sessions with our PCSO, Toni. 

They are keen to support the academy in understanding one of the British values, Rule of the 

Law.  

The pupils created decorations for the academyΩs tree for the St WulframΩs Tree Festival. Our 

REACH everyday behaviours are rainbow coloured and we reflected this in our tree this year as 

well as with our decorations across the academy. The 6 pupils were also invited to visit the 

Festival and skate on the rink there. They really enjoyed their visit and took time to take in the 

amazing trees as well as the beautiful features of the church. 

Year 1 pupils went on walk in our local community to visit St John's church. They spent time 

looking at the geographical features on their walk there and back and met Father Stuart at the 

church to find out more about the features inside the church. 

Years 4 and 5 attended the first discos of the year. They all had a fantastic time and made the 

most of every moment.  

We have had visits from several professionals from the local authority who have spoken to some 

of the classes about Online Safety and Relationships. The sessions were well received and it was 

great to hear from other professionals about ways in which pupils can support themselves. Our 

Junior Online Safety Officers have also been busy supporting the academy. They support with 

the monitoring of our technology across the academy and are already planning for Safer 

Internet Day in February. 

There have been many sporting events coordinated by Mrs Bensley, Mrs Dilloway and Mrs 

Duxbury-Mead. Football matches and tournaments have been played by Year 5 and 6 pupils, 

including an UKS2 football competition, a girls' football match and a Cheer Leading festival. In 

the Girls' football tournament  our team competed brilliantly and we came first. There has also 

been some football matches. The cheerleading festival was very successful with the children 

devising a fantastic cheer for our academy. During last term, the academy was set a challenge 

for pupils to run a mile. These miles were timed and the fast times were recorded and 



submitted to Inspire+. We were very proud of 5 children whose recorded times were the fastest 

for our area out of 1613 pupils who took part.
